Open Forum
Mrs Gibbs, on behalf of the Village Hall Committee, spoke to PC English regarding the reports of disturbance by young people in the village.   He reiterated that he has spoken to some of them and pointed out that it is easy to tar everyone with the same brush and that it is not all of the youths creating the disturbances.  If there is a serious issue then he reminded people to call the police immediately.  He is hoping to come to the Parish Plan meeting.  Mrs Gibbs confirmed that some of the mothers in the village have met and discussed the recent reports and they would like to form a Youth Committee to curb incidents which was welcomed by the council.  They have imposed curfews on their sons and daughters and on Sundays the youths will go round with bin liners and tidy up the village.  They have been asked to come to the Parish Plan meeting and they hope to attend and also come to the next council meeting.  They have commented that the village lacks something for this age range and this is something they may need looking in to.  A contact for the mothers will be passed to Cllr Bellshaw to add them to the mailing list for the plan. 
A drainage issue from Rose Cottage to Two Gates was reported. The clerk confirmed she had heard from Highways today to confirm they would be clearing the channels to reach the gullies which are overgrown and would rod any culverts if necessary.   It was felt this was needed from Wolfgar Vets to Lilly brook and the clerk will put this to the Highways.  It was suggested there may be a mains water leak as the problem occurs even when it has not rained, the clerk will contact SWW and ask them to investigate this. 

The sign at Pocombe Bridge is now completely obscured and no update from Highways has been received regarding this.  A parishioner is going to write to the Chief Executive of DCC to report the lack of action.  The parish Council agreed also to write a letter and pass to Cllr Brook to deliver it.  This is particularly relevant given last year it was Cllr Brook who actually cut down the overgrowth to make the sign visible.  

The Tour of Britain Bike Ride was discussed and it was felt the communication to the Parish Council regarding this was severely lacking.  There have been leaflets around the village but no exact information provided to the council.  It was suggested that a Banner is put up to welcome the tour to Tedburn, this was agreed providing an existing banner currently with the Drama group can be utilised.  Mrs Gibbs is to find out if it is in use and if it can be suitably altered. 

A parishioner reported cars parking for more than 48hours in St Marys Car Park.   As it is still owned by TDC there is nothing the council can do.  Even when the council has purchased the car park, no signs or action can be taken as this would make the council liable for business rates, which is something that is not wanted.  A close eye will be kept on the spaces & requests to park appropriately will be made. 
The hedge at 42 Four Oaks Road is overhanging the footpath cutting it in half.  The clerk is to write to the occupier to request they trim it back.   The occupier of Chapel Cottage has contacted the clerk to confirm it is not her hedge causing the previously reported problems of blocking the footpath near her home.   Cllr Moody will look in to the area and speak to the relevant hedge owner about getting it cut.  A request is to be included in the monthly Tedburn Times notice that all homeowners monitor their hedges to ensure they do not encroach on public walkways. 

Mr and Mrs Lacey requested they speak at item 7 the commemorative Plaque for Brian Berman, the vice-chairperson agreed to this.

Brian Berman Commemorative plaque at Village Hall
Mr & Mrs Lacey spoke suggesting a plaque was put up at the Village Hall similar to those already there to remember Mr Berman who unfortunately died at a Fingle Glen Enquiry held at the hall and given all that he did for Tedburn.  This was agreed and the clerk is to find out prices and options for the plaque so this can be formally discussed at the next meeting.

Clerks Report

Purchase of car park – Lindsay Radley, Hotchkiss Warburton Solicitors have been appointed and passed onto TDC legal team to process the sale.  Cllr Pallot pointed out that when the Client care is received the chairman or clerk be given the powers to sign it this was agreed. 
Clerk is attending an Accounts Session on 10th Sept followed by the AGM of SLCC – there was nothing any Cllr's would like raised at this. 
DALC Branch newsletter regarding the Council Tax increase referendum was shared with the councillors by email and a letter composed by Cllr Pallot was shared with all councillors.  Whilst the general feeling was this exercise was a waste of public spending the council did appreciate being asked for their comments and the letter would be sent. 
DALC AGM – Sept 25th 1030 County Hall - 17th Sept to return booking form 2 councillors can attend.  Cllr Pike to be contacted to see if he would like to go, Cllr’s Moody, Pallot and Bellshaw also will check to see if they are able to attend. 
DALC Empowering community’s flyer rcvd dates confirmed but as a weekday it was not felt anyone would be able to attend.

Committee Reports
Village Hall – Window handles are being changed.  It has been agreed to allow a visibility splay between the Village Hall car park and the adjoining field, in return the landowner will allow us to lease the field for 5 years.  Hiring rates will be increased in Jan 2011.  The rent for the Post Office Portacabin will be increased.  The hall was left in a dirty state by the school. Two organisations complained about this.  A Villager was injured by an open window from the John Bromell room.  This will be investigated. A letter was written to the parish clerk about teenagers smoking and drinking in the Village Hall Car Park. The Strawberry tea was a success but more help is needed.  Badminton will do the August draw at the Farmers market. Complaints have been received that the entrance to the John Bromell room has been blocked by mobility scooters. 

Cemetery – Is operating without a caretaker well and thanks were given for the bins being put out.  The hedge cutting is to be carried out the same time as the Recreation ground.   
Footpaths and Bridleways – Concern about Footpath 6 otherwise all footpaths and bridleways are in reasonable order.

Welfare Trust - No report
Housing Committee – A meeting was held in August between the housing association, Tremletts and the parish council.  Martyn Watts from the housing association reported everything was going ahead as planned and on schedule.  Mike Hall expressed concerns about the wheelie bins and parking and Martyn will look into this.  He also mentioned they were considering the name of the development. Cllr Bromell requested that this could be left to the council to resolve and this was agreed to. The name is to be decided by January 2011. Mike Hall as representative of Tremletts is quite happy the way things are developing on site, and is in contstant contact with the site manager.  Mr Gibbs on behalf of the Village Hall committee raised concerns about operatives using the car park.  This only happens when a large load is being delivered to the site and the vehicles are removed as soon as this is finished.  It was the general consensus that due to the good relationship between Mike Hall and the site manager these meetings were not really needed.  If any problems occur direct contact with Martyn Watts can happen and be resolved or explained as soon as it happens.  Therefore the clerk is requested to cancel any future meetings and this will then save the council the hire fees.  The meeting closed at 18.55pm – The naming of the Development and advertising the plots will be an Agenda item in November.
