The Chairman opened the meeting by congratulating the organisers of Tedstock on a successful event held July 2nd at the Recreation Ground. 
Terry Wood & Ron Todd as Friends of the Little Chapel gave a report and thanks were given to Lillian Woolnough who has recently stepped down from the group.  They have sent her a letter of thanks and some flowers.  The council also offered their thanks for all she has done in looking after the chapel and they will also send a letter to her. The 25 year lease expires in 2016 as it has been running since 1991, there is only 1 signatory left from the original signing and it was wondered if more signatories were required.  A carol service is held once a year and the building is not used for anything else, any ideas of what else it could be used for, would be gratefully received.  Ideas can go to either Terry or Ron.  Cllr Bellshaw will also include this in the Parish Plan questionnaire. She also confirmed she will be removing the dead flowers from the cemetery as she has now taken on that role from Cllr Moody.  Some work is taking place on the chapel this summer and Hugh Vincent is to look at the growing vegetation around the building.  The council will put the matter of contributing towards the cost of this on the agenda for August.  There is still a lot of granite behind the chapel and Cllr Bromell will look into the sale of these, again this will go on the August agenda. 
A parishioner voiced their concerns over the lorries travelling through the village at all hours and expressed the issue of children walking and riding their bikes whilst these lorries went past. The Clerk confirmed she had reported all concerns given to the council in the previous meeting to Steve Hobbs, Enforcement Officer at Teignbridge Councils planning department but he had confirmed there were no restrictions on the time these lorries could operate and also that all work out of the site was correct under the current licence.  Another parishioner had been told there was definitely time restraints and that they were on the web, however, they did not have the actual website details with them but they will pass these to the clerk so further questions can be raised if this is the case. 

The lane that runs from Cleave Close to School Lane is vastly overgrown and is encroaching on the path.  The Clerk is to find out whose responsibility it is to cut this and get it actioned. 

A drain cover is loose by Lower Uppacott the Clerk is to report this to the responsible utility company so that it can be rectified. 

In the Save Our Surgery report in May the figures that were quoted from Avondale were inaccurate. They actually quoted £250,000 to replace the surgery with a park home but it is now being looked into having it replaced with a porta-cabin at a considerably less cost. 

It was pointed out that the minutes in the July Tedburn Times had the incorrect date on them – the minutes were from the May meeting not from June, the Clerk apologised for the error.

The minutes of the Meeting held on June 6th were approved & signed by the Chairman.
5. The Big Society update  
- This is still in consultation stage and a few minor changes have been proposed but nothing has been implemented as yet.
6. Your Tedburn – During June & July the focus of the steering group is on consulting with younger people in the parish.  As reported last month there is a fun session with BBQ at the Rec. Friday 8th July.  The steering group members are visiting organisations within the parish over the next few months & sharing the ideas that come out of this.  The ideas will be put to the residents of Tedburn in the questionnaire in the autumn.  This is a real chance for the aspirations of various groups to be brought together in an over-arching plan for the future of the parish.  Pathfinder SOS has a meeting with the PCT later this month. 
7.      Clerks report 
Correspondence – The Clerk shared all correspondence received in the last month.  This included the quote received for the bus shelter & pictures of the bus shelter were passed around for comments. The clerk confirmed she has returned to the company for a quote for the flip down seats to be added as requested by the parishioners.  Once this is received the people who signed the petition will be consulted as to whether they think it is better than the one currently in-situ.
Committee Reports
Village Hall – It was requested if the council could have a draft copy of the minutes before they get approved by the Village hall committee so that they are the most current ones and not a month out of date. Cllr Tume will bring this to the hall committee. 
Cemetery –A site visit with both Cllr Moody , Bellshaw & the Clerk has been completed.  Written records & an updated plan of the cemetery will be completed by the Clerk, of the reserved and occupied graves. There has been 2 burials and 1 ashes internment in the last month.  Cllr Bellshaw plans to make a weekly visit to ensure the graves are tidy & bins are emptied & generally keep an eye on the maintenance. 
Footpaths and Bridleways –   A gate to replace the stile on footpath 7 has been ordered.  Work to dry out part of footpath 1 has been commenced. 
Allotments –On June 26th Cllr Putt attended the TSM Allotment Holders AGM as representative of the Parish Council.  A report was read out by the retiring Chairman for his period in office.  The Treasurer read out a report.  It was noted that the accounts had been audited but the auditor had been unable to fully confirm whether or not the accounts were correct as there had been some missing supporting information, however the auditor did not raise any specific concerns.    A new committee of three members was elected.  
Recreation Association – Many improvements to the facilities have taken place recently.  A number of tasks have been completed like some plumbing outside tap & decoration & refurbishment of the toilets.  Many other tasks have been identified as needed e.g. showers, kitchen and road access improvements. All these are expensive projects and would require additional funds to be raised.  Electrical testing, outside security lights, an external stop cock and self closure tap is to be put in hand.  

Tedstock, The tennis courts opening and a wedding has taken place all being successful.  A car boot sale and Tennis Tournament is being held later this month, along with the Your Tedburn consultation. There are regular cricket matches played at the Rec. including Yeofords’ bookings. The Youth Council have paused for the summer.  Rugby posts have been agreed in principle and Graham White will be sourcing the posts & netting & consulting neighbours to the Rec. before the autumn season.  A site meeting with the Chair of the Rec. committee will take place to finalize the details on the posts.  
Welfare Trust -.no report
Housing Committee – no report – The Clerk gave an update on the money held by TDC for the parish, she explained that the money is with TDC & they will be suggesting some projects we could spend the money on alongside the ones we have put to them.  It was debated whether we will receive all the money, given one part of it is for inside recreation use, which they state we have no qualifying resources.  This is to be looked into once we have had their suggestions in writing. 
Neighbourhood Watch – Cllr Pike is having difficulties locating all the co-ordinators in the parish. A notice will be put in the TT to ask them to contact him or the Clerk. Cllr Moody will also contact Sheila Forster who was the previous NW rep for the council for any information she may hold.  A scam was reported where a door to door seller calls saying he is foreign or deaf and dumb this is not correct and it was reminded nothing should be bought from any door to door sales persons.

9.       County and District Councillors Report – Cllr Bromell reported that he is meeting with Carlo Josi enforcement officer for TDC next week and asked if there was anything we wanted raising.  It was confirmed it would be beneficial to get a copy of the planning applications relating to the licence at Cross Park Farm, this would then demonstrate what is allowed at the site.  He was asked to also follow up the fencing at Moorview which remains broken after the accidents in December. 
He brought to the attention of the council the fact that at the next Development Control meeting Swan Lake, on the Old Tedburn Road is being discussed and the fact that as the enforcement notice of 1997 has not been enforced TDC is looking to now let the fact the roof has not been altered pass.   The council was not happy with this and the Clerk will write a letter stating that the procedures should have been followed up by now and does this set a precedent for other enforcement notices if they are not followed up in a timely manner.
