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MINUTES OF THE TEDBURN ST MARY PARISH COUNCIL PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON MONDAY1st AUGUST 2011 AT TEDBURN ST MARY VILLAGE HALL

Open Forum – N.B The Views expressed at the Open Forum are not necessarily those of the Parish Council.  All members of the Public are invited to attend & discuss any matters they choose. 
Mr Bryon-Edmonds, who was representing some of the residents of Cheriton Bishop, asked to speak about the planning application for the access at Moor Park, this was granted.  He gave a presentation to show their reasons for objecting to the proposed access to the development which is from the Dunsford Road.  They would rather it was moved to the main road which gave greater visibility and provided safer highway conditions. He confirmed that an application for developing the site was made in early 2004 but was turned down on the basis of poor access.  A second application in late 2004 was submitted moving the access from the Dunsford Road to the main road and TDC approved this application.  This demonstrated that the preferred access was that off of the main road, however it would now appear Highways have changed their stance to this proposal. He asked the Parish Council to consider his and the other residents reasons for the objection when deciding the planning application, later in this meeting. 

Mrs Dibb said that she had not been updated about the possibility of a new bus shelter.  Cllr Moody and the Clerk offered their apologies as they thought she had been informed.  The Clerk confirmed that a quote had been obtained and showed Mrs Dibb the recommended Bus Shelter design.  She commented that this was not as good as the one we currently have.  The Clerk confirmed she has returned to the company for a quote to add seats to the shelter and this would be shared with her when available.  
Mrs Dibb also raised the issue of cars parking at St Marys Car park for longer than the maximum time of 24 hours.  Cllr Pallot confirmed we are unable to impose any conditions or put up notices as we would then be liable for business rates.  The Parish Council notice in the Tedburn Times will ask people to park respectfully so that others can use the car park.

Mr Sibley raised the fact that the left hand bollard from Exeter into the village centre is not reflective – the Clerk will bring this to DCC Highways attention. 

Mrs Gibbs asked about a footpath that was going to be built from Four Oaks Road to Chapel Corner as funding was supposed to have been available.  The Clerk & Chairman will look into this.
Mr Hall raised the fact that the car park for the new houses at Tremletts does not seem to have any drains and therefore the water is running onto the footpath and also coming into the houses.  Cllr Putt also mentioned if we had heard anything further on opening the railings so residents could cross the road by the new houses.  The Clerk confirmed that it was not possible to open them up as they featured in the original plans and Teign Housing felt it would encourage on the road parking.  The Clerk will raise both these issues with Jo Stirling, at Teign Housing to see if anything can be done about it.  A site meeting was suggested now all houses are occupied to look at any teething problems.  The Clerk will arrange this. 

Mr Hall also highlighted that the substation near the start of the Crediton Road has a lot of notices on the doors which are meant to be kept clear for ventilation.  The Clerk will include this in the Tedburn Times notice and request they are all removed by end of August or will be taken down for safety reasons. We will also explore whether we should provide a noticeboard for organisations and businesses to use.

Cllr Risdon asked if we had heard from Highways over the cutting of the hedge at Cleave Close- the Clerk confirmed no reply has been received and she will follow this up. 

Cllr Tume asked why only certain Councillors were invited to attend the planning meeting at Higher Brook Barn.  Cllr Bromell confirmed this was arranged at short notice on a Thursday when the meeting was the following Monday.  Normally the Clerk would send the notification emails to all the councillors and await replies from those who could attend.  The Council is to look at forming a specific planning committee so that things like this would be easier to organise. 

Mr Rae asked if anything had heard about the repatriation but as nothing had been received the Clerk will follow this up with Mel Stride MP and other relevant departments.

11/02084/FUL –Mr J Mount – Jomarbern - Demolition of existing flat & replacement with new dwelling & detached garage – SUPPORTED 
Cllr Pallot proposed this was supported but subject to concerns over lack of visibility given the splay onto the main road and also the apparent limited off road parking for the existing 2 bed dwelling. This was seconded by Cllr Tume and carried unanimously.
11/02213/MAJ – Mr L Trescher – Moor Park, Cheriton Bishop – outline (dwellings approval sought for means of access) – NOT SUPPORTED
Cllr Pallot proposed this application was not supported on the grounds that the access would be better suited to coming off the main road into Cheriton Bishop.  It was agreed Mr Bryon-Edmonds would send his objections to the Clerk so that the planning applications of 2004 could be quoted to support this objection. 

This was seconded by Cllr Perry and was carried unanimously.

The minutes of the Meeting held on July 4th were approved & signed by the Chairman.
5. The Big Society update

6.        Your Tedburn – A consultation evening for Youngsters was held in early July, BBQ down at Rec. Fairly well attended, despite weather, about 25 attended. Lots of support for a skate park! Tennis courts were well used & this prompted us to open courts & arrange some coaching during holidays. A couple of members of Steering group are linking up with Young Farmers who are very keen to recruit in TSM & to get younger teenagers involved.

7. Neighbourhood Watch – Since taking over as NW lead co-ordinator I have been in contac with 10 other co-ordinators and most have said they are happy to carry on. I am hoping to arrange a meeting with these people but would need the permission and support of the council.  I attended the Teignbridge NW meeting at Forde House and was rther disappointed. It appears there is very little money in the kitty and due to the cuts in the Police budget there will be no money coming to NW.  It appears we are expected to do the job and pay for it ourselves.  There was 1 incident reported to me by James Gibbs, someone had set fire to the Tennis nets. This has been reported to the Police.  I had a parishioner call at my house to ask if as a council we could do something about the small group of youths in the village that display anti-social behaviour.  As previously mentioned the council cannot do anything else and as the parishioner has already spoken to the parents of the youths & could not get any satisfaction nothing further could be done. 
The Clerk will send notification to TDC to confirm Cllr Pike is now the lead co-coordinator. Cllr Pike proposed holding a meeting in the Village Hall to re-launch the scheme and for all co-ordinators and hopefully new co-ordinators to meet and discuss what is needed in the parish.  Cllr Risdon confirmed he still has some NW signs and will let Cllr Pike have these to be displayed.  

It was proposed by Cllr Tume that the Council support & fund the meeting, this was seconded by Cllr Moody. It was carried unanimously. 
8. October Meeting date – As there is no meeting booked for October the chairman suggested it was held at Pathfinder.  Cllr Pike voiced his objections to this as he felt they should be held in the heart of the village. However, the overall majority confirmed they would like the meeting to be at Pathfinder and Cllr Jones will check if they can accommodate the meeting on the first Monday of October.  The Clerk will find out the ruling on holding meetings at licensed premises as both PV and the Village Hall are now licensed. 
9.      Clerks report 
Correspondence – The Clerk shared all correspondence received in the last month.  This included updates on Bus Shelter quotes, details of the Apple project involving the Enhancement Group & The Tour of Britain 2011 which is passing through the village.  The Clerk is to arrange presentations from both TDC re the allocation of money from the S106 from Tremletts & also PCL re the development at Moor Park.  Cllr Jones agreed she will help co-ordinate the parish supporting the Tour of Britain when it passes through. 
Committee Reports
Village Hall – I attended the meeting on the Monday the 18th of July and put forward the request that a brief report be made on the meeting before the minutes were approved. The committee were not in favour of this as there had been problems in the past. Therefore this report is based on the approved minutes of Monday 20th of June.  First aid boxes have been checked and topped up. The taps in the toilets are to be replaced quotes have been received and this was approved. A carpet has been donated and this is to be fitted in the doctor’s room. A quote has been received for a new sewage pump, a new out let pipe will be required and a quotation is being sought. An exploratory hole is being excavated alongside the outlet pipe.

A quote for the WC pans and cisterns has also been sought but this will not be looked at until the issue with the pump is rectified. 
There were other announcements for events on specific dates but these would have occurred by the time of the report.
Cemetery – The graveyard is tidy. Rubbish being collected. Chairman has sent letter too appropriate authorities about our one war grave and its upkeep. Cllr Brommell has investigated selling the stones and has been offered £80. To be discussed further in September.
Footpaths and Bridleways –   Footpath 7 has had its stile replace by self-closing gate and Footpath 1 has had some remedial work carried out on a boggy area. 
Allotments – no report
Recreation Association – Improvements to building & grounds are current priority. Charles Risdon has been busy doing maintenance jobs, so a big thank you goes to him for his hard work. Quotes are being obtained for electrical work, including emergency exits and emergency lighting.

All fees being reviewed & the Insurance cover is being posted in the club house.
Cricket. A few youngsters’ matches have been arranged by Alex Williams. There has been a report of a dog mess being left on the field. A reminder will go in the TT about permission being conditional on cleanliness. Tennis. A hole was burnt in the net; this was reported to the police. The courts are being opened up for youngsters during holidays & coaching is being arranged. Tedstock was successful & had good numbers.  Future activity/plans: The Funday and Jubilee celebrations to happen on the same date in 2012. Teignbridge Section 106 monies - Phil Dyson will be linking with Parish Council. QEII Challenge. Phil is to contact Debbie about how decisions can be made to take this forward.
Agenda item re: Parish Plan Upgrading, including access and lighting are priorities, with new schemes to be considered when funding available.

TALC – We had 2 speakers on Thursday at the meeting, Superintendent Glen Mayhew informed us of the cuts to the force in Devon.  There will be 700 less police officers and 500 less back room staff. There will still be PCSOs and a named beat manager in every neighbourhood.  He assured us that there will be a better use of manpower and he hoped to achieve a higher level of public confidence.  From November 1st the old non urgent number for the police will be replaced by 101.  Mr Jeremy Christophers, leader of TDC spoke next.  The election pledges for his council are: Freeze Council Tax for 4 years, make housing top priority, bring power to the people, back business & promote tourism and review car parking charges. He wants to take national politics out of local issues & hope to find local solutions for people.  Car parking will be free of Sundays in Teignbridge commencing this week on a pilot scheme.
