MINUTES OF THE TEDBURN ST MARY PARISH COUNCIL PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON MONDAY1st AUGUST 2011 AT TEDBURN ST MARY VILLAGE HALL

Open Forum – N.B The Views expressed at the Open Forum are not necessarily those of the Parish Council.  All members of the Public are invited to attend & discuss any matters they choose. 
The recent activity at Moorview was raised by a parishioner.  Cllr Moody confirmed we believe they have created a hard standing to replace the 1 mobile home they have permission for there.  However, concerns were voiced by other parishioners that there were more than 4 other caravans parked under the hedge, that appear to be in-habitated as lights have been seen on there at various times of night.  The Chairman and Clerk will check after tonight’s meeting and report back to the other Councillors.  It was queried if planning permission was needed if a larger mobile home was put on the site; but it was not clear if this was required.   A parishioner confirmed they had already notified Teignbridge Council Enforcement officers about the possibility of extra caravans on the site and the worry that the existing Septic tank would now not be adequate for its purpose.   There was a worry that excess water was running into Lillybrook as sometimes there is rubbish and a strong smell coming from the bridge area.  This has been raised with TDC.  Cllr Bromell will liaise with TDC.
Mrs Dibb spoke about the bus shelter, but as per the Clerks recent letter to her it was confirmed that until Highways widened the pavement the issue could not be progressed as the Bus Stop Users group had not liked the design previously proposed. The Clerk confirmed she has asked Highways when this will be completed as it is holding progress up.   Another parishioner highlighted that the hedge behind the Bus shelter is growing over the roof and causing problems; Cllr Moody will look at this and get it rectified. 

It was reported that a pavement at Millers Way had been lowered.  As the Council did not know if permission was needed for this, the Clerk will find out and report back. 

Mike Hall reported the drainage problem occurring at Tremletts Close was still continuing – The Clerk read out the reply from Teign Housing but agreed to follow this up again with them given the ongoing situation. 

He also raised the issue of local groups missing out now the Substation doors cannot be used for notices.  Cllr Bromell had also had reports of this and he will look into whether a notice board could be put up. 

Terry Wood on behalf of the Friends of the Little Chapel asked if we had received his letter requesting assistance with funds to refurbish the Chapel, The Clerk confirmed we had and that it will be an agenda item for October so that the council can decide what to do regarding the matter.

Numerous overgrown hedges were reported, after the notice in the Tedburn Times last month the Clerk will now write to specific homeowners requesting the hedges are cut. 

Cllr Perry reported a lone female was followed this week on Lillybrook Lane by a male. She managed to run to Cllr Perry’s house.  The incident has been reported to the Police but please be aware. 

A parishioner raised concern over the large Lorries through the village but the Council confirmed that as per previous meetings nothing can be done as they are being operated within the correct licence.

5. The Big Society update

6.        Your Tedburn –Cllr Bellshaw reported – The consultation with organisations continues and the planning of the questionnaire format will start late September with assistance from Gary Powell who works for Teignbridge.  The Steering Group are supporting effort by the Young Farmers to recruit in Tedburn inc Children as young as 10.  It is hoped this will go some way to fill the gap left by the closure of the Youth Club.  Also being supported is a small bridge club, discussions on starting a choir and additional activities on the Tennis Courts. 
7. Council Procedures - It was confirmed that the council have now adopted a new set of Standing Orders and a new complaints procedure. The Code of Conduct has been re-published to all councillors after the new council was formed in May. 
8. Clerks report 
Correspondence – The Clerk shared all correspondence received in the last month.  This included updates on Bus Shelter, repatriation of servicemen & application for funding from the Friends of the Little Chapel towards maintenance costs.  The snow warden post was discussed - Cllr Putt has been asked if he will do this and he has said that he would – the Clerk will inform DCC Highways.  
Committee Reports
Village Hall – no report
Cemetery – Cllr Bellshaw reports - The cemetery is tidy with the grass cut regularly, hedges done, graves tidied up and dead flowers removed.  There has been one complaint re children playing in the graveyard but nothing to be done at this stage.  Cllr Put has asked several firms if interested in the granite surrounds.  He has had a good offer subject to further inspection. I recommend the council agree this and that the profit goes towards the refurbishment of the Little Chapel.  The Clerk confirmed that it has been previously been agreed that the sale could be looked into and it will be put on October agenda re the actual transaction. She will also confirm to Cllr Putt that he can follow up the inspection. 
Footpaths and Bridleways –   Cllr Moody reports - Some hedge cutting is now needed on various footpaths including the gap in the hedge on to the dual carriage way & again the other side.  These will be done hopefully this month. I have serious concerns about the huge dung heap next to footpath 6 which is leeching over the path & is most unpleasant. I have contacted the Footpath Agency & await their reply.

Neighbourhood Watch – Cllr Pike reports - Up to the end of August there had been several incidents of anti-social behaviour, PC English became involved and went to speak with the parents of the children concerned. It went quiet for about a week but I have been led to believe it has started again. It is the irresponsible conduct of the parents which is the root of the problem; if anyone has an answer to this I would be interested in hearing it.

There is a security firm called Storm Security cold calling for business in the area. During their phone conversation they say they are working in conjunction with and approval of the Police. After some difficulties I finally made contact with the Police and they refute this statement completely.

I have had several parishioners enquiring about the recent activities at Moorview, one had even phoned Teignbridge about this and was informed that the Enforcement Officer was on holiday and so nothing could be done. I did pass these concerns onto our District Councillor who was aware of the situation and relayed that nothing untoward was happening at Moorview.

A Neighbourhood watch meeting is to be held on Tuesday 4th October at 7.00pm in the John Bromell room in the Village Hall. All invited.  Lastly if anyone has the up to date contact details for PC English I would be extremely grateful to receive it.
