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MINUTES OF THE TEDBURN ST MARY PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON MONDAY 1 FEBRUARY 2010 AT TEDBURN ST MARY VILLAGE HALL

Open Forum -   
Andrew Howard confirmed that when he was on council (approx 1976) the TSM boundary stretched from the Whitestone Road, down Heath Lane to Muddy Lane by Chance House as Pathfinder Village wanted to be fully in TSM Parish.  This would mean that the Fingle Glen application for 12 lodges to Whitestone Parish council was invalid and should have been made to TSM.  Clerk to follow this up with Teignbridge Planning Department, as it would mean TSM didn’t have chance to comment on the planning application.  Also to have the exact boundary of the Parish confirmed.

It was noted the Sign for the village coming from Cheriton Bishop and the post at the Chicane that side of the village had been knocked down.  It was also noted there are several holes in hedges and fences due to recent road traffic accidents.  It was confirmed these should be repaired by the driver/car owner which caused them or their insurance company. 
Mrs Moody requested the data from the black boxes which is to follow, as confirmed in the Clerks report.  
It was reported that the dwelling at East Frankford Farm is still being lived in and another agricultural building has been put up.  This has been reported to TDC planning and the Clerk is waiting the Enforcement Officer to confirm their course of action. 

There has been an increase in dog fouling in the village particularly at the corner of the Methodist Church and School Lane and also near Orchard Cottage on the main road.  This will be reported in the Tedburn Times.  Also to be reported is the use of Quad Bikes on footpaths.  A sighting of this has been made at the Spicery and also on the footpath by Lillybrook.   A request that if any one sees this happening they are to let one of the councillors or clerk know is to put in the Parish council notice in the TT. 

An extra grit box is to be requested for the North Park Road to Main Road junction.  Vehicles have been having problems stopping here and as the grit box was moved to another location, a new one is needed.  
There was a report of speeding cars around the village especially in Four Oaks Road - this is to be added to Parish notice in TT. 
Mr Pallot read a letter from Chris Gibbs re the A30 accident diversion through the village in which Peter Heron of the Councils contractors will raise our recent issues at the next liaison meeting to be held in April.

As it is the Diamond Jubilee in 2 years it was proposed that the village organises a commemorative event, around the 1st weekend in June 2012.  This is to be made an Agenda item for the March meeting.
