EXMINSTER AND RURAL NEIGHBOURHOOD REPORT - OCTOBER 2010


Over the last month we have had very few crimes reported to us for our neighbourhood.  Of note we have had 5 burglaries reported, 2 from Dunsford and 1 each in Pocombe Bridge, Dunchideock and Exminster.  We do not get many of these types of crime and would ask that you all take good precautions to secure your properties and possessions.  Furthermore if you see anything that you feel is suspicious, please call us straight away providing full details so that we can come and investigate.  The 08452777444 central switchboard number is the best to use.

2 reports of criminal damage to vehicles in Milbury Lane, Exminster were investigated locally whilst the local CID team are investigating an incident that occurred on the 5th September where a male was assaulted on the A380 by another motorist.  If you can help with any of these investigations please give us a ring.

The Tour of Britain passed through the area in September and the local team we out to ensure that the cyclists and support vehicles made it through Exminster and Tedburn St Mary with the minimum amount of inconvenience to other road users.  The event was supported by Police motorcyclists drawn from all over the UK who provided a ‘rolling road block’ each day.  The event was also well supported by school children from both Exminster and Tedburn St Mary.

A Partners and Communities Together (PACT) Surgery was held at the Kenn Centre in Kenn on 29 September.  No real issues were raised and these events are your opportunity to speak to a member of the local team. Complaints have been received from residents and council members in Ide in relation to the speed of vehicles through the village. This area is a 20mph zone which, due to this speed limit, falls to the Highways authority to develop traffic calming measures to manage the speed of vehicles.  That said we were happy to use our handheld device to monitor the speed of vehicles in the village.   This was done over the course of 2 days, during the evening rush hour on 23 September when 61 cars were monitored and then again on 24 September when 57 cars were monitored.  On both days no one car was found to be exceeding the speed limit.  Well done to all you careful drivers.

With Halloween and Bonfire night fast approaching there will be extra patrols to cover any incidents of anti-social behaviour. The local Neighbourhood Team will be out with colleagues from the Special Constabulary in what we hope will both be very quiet evenings.

October sees the Force running Operation Everest which is a week of events that will be run across the area.  The local team will be out on the moor speaking to motorists and walkers promoting crime prevention initiatives and we will be out using our speed detection device to educate motorists in certain key locations.  On the 4th November we will be working with students from Exeter University carrying out street surveying speaking to local residents to establish any issues that directly affect their quality of life living in the area.  These results will help set our community priorities for the coming months.  
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
