Exminster and Rural Neighbourhood report – September 2010
We are back after the summer break (from writing this report – not from working..!!!).

The Chudleigh sector is again showing a reduction in reported crime on a month to month basis which is pleasing.  Very few crimes have been reported to us over the month from the Exminster Neighbourhood and those that have are being investigated locally. 
 The Tedburn Football Club received some unwanted attention from burglars who broke in and stole training equipment that was used predominantly by some of the elderly members of the club.  Our scene of crime officers (SOCO) attended and recovered evidence that was sent off to the laboratories for analysis.  The crime was then investigated by one of our civilian investigators who was able to identify a possible suspect.  This person was interviewed and admitted their part in the incident and was cautioned.
In Exminster colleagues dealt with an incident that developed between a person working for a wheel clamping company and the person whose vehicle was being clamped.  This is not the sort of incident that we have to deal with frequently in our part of the world and long may that continue.  These situations often escalate very quickly when emotions are highly charged.  Our advice would be to ensure that whenever you park your car in a place which is not a recognised public car park you have a good look around to make sure that you are not on private ground.  Always look out for signs that would indicate this and warn that clamping companies are operating in the area.

We have received complaints in relation to the speed of vehicles travelling in Ide Village and the surrounding area.  We have requested that a speed monitoring device be installed in the area that will record the speed of all vehicles 24 hours a day over a set period.  This will help us establish whether there is a problem here and if there is it will also indicate any period of the day when the problem is at its worst.  We will also be in the area with our handheld speed detection device.
